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Spears Dominant in Doubleheader 
 

Both the Junior and Varsity squads of the Niagara Spears posted landslide victories in Ontario Varsity Football 

League action at West Park Saturday.  Junior Spears quarterback Matt Woehl threw for 330 yards and five 

touchdowns in just over two quarters of play, as Niagara coasted to a 57-7 win over the visiting Georgetown 

Crimson Tide.  In Varsity action, the Spears offense finally found some momentum, scoring more points 

Saturday than they had in their first three games combined, knocking off the York Storm Raiders 43-8. 

 

The Junior Spears scored on their first offensive play, as league-leading quarterback Matt Woehl connected 

with league-leading receiver Max Cameron for a 60-yard TD pass.  After Georgetown conceded a safety, Woehl 

then connected with Lucas Schinkel on a 73-yard TD pass and Jonathon Lue on a 19-yard TD pass to give the 

Spears a 23-7 lead after one quarter.  Woehl went back to the air in the second quarter with a 97-yard TD bomb 

to Cameron to give the Spears a 30-7 halftime lead.  Woehl then threw a 15-yard TD pass to Dan Puhl early in 

the third quarter before giving way to back-up pivot Reid Robertson.  Two rushing majors of 1 and 18 yards 

from running back Jordan Clout, and a 5-yard scamper into the end zone from Lue rounded out the Spears’ 

second half scoring. 

 

Comments from Junior Head Coach Brian Duguay:  “This was a tremendous confidence-builder for both 

the players and coaches.  We had a very tough start to the season, going up against three really formidable 

teams, but that experience served us well.  I really think we turned the corner in Kingston last week, coming 

back in the second half like we did.  All three aspects of the game – offense, defense and special teams – were 

really clicking today.  The passing attack we’ve shown lately can be intimidating, and can in turn open up the 

ground game for us.  We still feel like we have a decent shot at a playoff spot, but we can’t rest on our 

laurels…there’s so much parity in the league this year.  I’m really happy for our players – they see now what 

can happen when they work hard in practice and execute on gameday.”

In senior action, two Matt Beardwood touchdown passes to receiver Jake Harper, both for 18 yards, gave the 

Spears a 14-0 halftime lead.  Kyle Mataya’s 4-yard rushing major to open the third quarter extended the lead to 

21-0 before York quarterback DJ Franks connected with receiver David Bar on a 21 yard passing TD to narrow 

the lead to 21-8.  After Beardwood’s 23-yard TD pass to Curtis Kelly late in the third quarter, a perfectly 

executed onside kick set up an 8-yard rushing TD from Mataya and a 35-8 Spears lead.  A single point on a 

missed field goal and a late 2-yard rushing touchdown from fullback Stephen Muzamhindo completed the 

scoring for Niagara, who improved their record to 2-2.   

 

Comments from Varsity Head Coach Dave Howe:  “Offensive production was the goal today, and they 

looked much more polished than they have in the past.  Our O-line held their ground and gave Matt some solid 

protection.  He had more time to read the field and didn’t have to force plays.  Defense played a really nice 

game.  Looking to next week, we just need to get everybody healthy and keep executing to our ability.”
